Middle School Ski Race Day Information for Parents & Racers
Hey racers!
We’re so excited to have you out on the hill representing your team! Please read this carefully so you know what to expect on race day — it’ll help everything run smoothly and safely for everyone.

Where We Race
Our races are held at Nubs Nob, which generously stays open later just for us — so please be respectful of their space, staff, and mountain rules.

Race-Day Timing
· Nubs Nob closes to the public at 4:30 p.m.
· After 4:30, only racers and volunteers can stay on the hill.
· We must be completely finished racing by 5:30 and off the hill by 6:00 p.m.
· Use the RED lift until 4:30. After that, racers and volunteers will use the GREEN lift until the race is done.
Please help us by being ready when it’s your turn — that keeps things moving so we can finish on time!

How the Race Works
· 7th and 8th graders race first.
· Girls: skier’s right course
· Boys: skier’s left course
· We try to balance the number of racers on both sides so no one’s waiting too long.
· After 7th/8th grade girls finish, 6th grade girls might start right away if it keeps both courses running.


Starting the Race
Races don’t always start at the same time on both sides — it’s not a “head-to-head” race.
Starters will send racers one at a time, alternating courses so the timing and announcing stay smooth.
What you’ll hear:
· “Racer Ready!” → Get in position! Put your poles in front of the wand and get ready to go.
· “Racer, Go When Ready!” → That’s your signal to push off and start your run!
Make sure to listen carefully and be focused in the start area.

Running Orders & Results
· Each team gets a clipboard with the running order (that’s the list of who races when).
· Coaches will give any updates (like scratches or DNS – “Did Not Start”) before the race begins.
· Updated running orders go to the start and timing shacks so everyone is working from the same list.
· If you miss your start, tell your coach or a starter right away — don’t just jump in!

During and After the Race
· Race hard, ski safe, and cheer on your teammates!
· Be respectful of other racers, coaches, and volunteers.
· Remember to collect all your gear and clean up your area before leaving.
· Results will be posted online (Live Timing) and on the leaderboard after the race.

Final Reminders
· Be on time and pay attention to announcements.
· Always listen to your coaches and race officials.
· Be a good teammate — encourage others and show great sportsmanship!
· Most of all, have fun out there — you’ve trained for this, so enjoy it!
